· Guidance for Faith-based bodies and religious organisations
Faith-based bodies and religious organisations make a significant contribution to the well-being of society. They are eligible, like any other suitably qualified bodies, to be awarded a tender to deliver publicly funded services, or to be given a grant to carry out a project of benefit to the wider community or to their own members or constituency of supporters.
However, a number of myths surround the funding of faith-based bodies to deliver publicly funded services and can obstruct the fair access of such bodies to public funding and tendering opportunities as part of the third sector. · DSC - Report: Over one-third of grant applications are ineligible
DSC research shows that over the latest financial year over one-third of all applications to charitable grantmakers were ineligible – over 361,000 went in the bin.  
Did you know that if each application took 10 minutes to write (a very conservative estimate) it would add up to nearly 7 years of wasted effort every year?And if each one were posted first class, that amounts to around £141,000 just in postage stamps?

They're not talking about projects which just weren’t up to scratch, or which were good but couldn’t be funded due to lack of money.  They're talking about applications which just didn’t meet the funder’s stated criteria.  For example, applications for work in England going to trusts which state they only fund in Scotland.  Or a foundation which funds respite breaks for carers receiving requests to support scientific research.  

Individually it might seem of little importance, but when you view it collectively it’s clearly a waste of time and effort that the voluntary sector cannot afford.  Think about this: even if it’s only the time spent opening an envelope and throwing it away, the administrative burden for the funder adds up. 

Fewer ineligible applications could mean quicker responses to the eligible ones, better feedback or engagement with applicants, or even more resources to allocate as grants.

Of course a certain amount of this is unavoidable, and there are plenty of reasons for why things are as they are.  Demand for funding will always outstrip supply, with the result that people ask for money where they think there might even the slightest chance of success.

Understandable as that is, surely we can do better – because as pressures on funding increase, we are going to have to find ways of making limited resources go further.  We are going to have to find ways to better match funders with the right organisations and projects, to build good relationships between them which work in the interests of both.

Their first step is to try and get a rough sense of the scale of the problem – which their research has done.  You can read all the details in a new report on their Website: www.dsc.org.uk/greatgiving  

Next they want to get a discussion going about the causes and possible solutions. 

The specifics will vary from funder to funder and from fundraiser to fundraiser, but from our experience it seems clear that there are a number of causes for ineligible applications:

Lack of clear and accessible information from the funder, leaving the issue of eligibility open to interpretation Lack of an available contact point for the funder to respond to queries, or not enough resources devoted to answering queries Lack of constructive feedback or help from funders, which could help fundraisers to better target their efforts Applicants submitting requests without having fully researched the funder’s criteria Lack of experience or knowledge about how to research and approach funders Applicants taking a quantity not quality approach  (i.e. blanket appeals which target large numbers of funders inappropriately) Unclear or missing information from applicants

Financial offers

· HMRC and Gift Aid - Tax relief for charities
Gift Aid is an easy way to help your charity or CASC maximise the value of its donations, as you can reclaim tax from HM Revenue & Customs (HMRC) on its 'gross' equivalent - its value before tax was deducted at the basic rate. This is 20 per cent from 6 April 2008. You can work out the amount of tax you can reclaim by dividing the amount donated by four. This means that for every £1 donated, you can claim an extra 25 pence.

In addition, HMRC will automatically pay your charity or CASC a further three pence for every pound donated. This 'transitional relief' - to adjust to the fall in basic rate tax (from 22 per cent to 20 per cent) - is available on Gift Aid donations made from 6 April 2008 until 5 April 2011. This means that for every £1 donated, your charity or CASC can receive 28 pence, so the total value of the donation is £1.28.

Freerunner is offering to install free WiFi wireless internet access in 50 public places for at least three years. The company will also install the Freerunner service for free in 500 charity buildings, provided that they have broadband access.

WiFi operators only cover urban areas where they can make lots of money from business travellers. So they decided to do something about it. They have a fund in place to get internet access to people who need it. The fund is paid for by the commercial side of their business, a number of corporate sponsors and advertising we place at the start of your internet session.

· LawWorks
LawWorks is an independent charity and is the working name of the Solicitor's Pro Bono Group. The charity exists to encourage and support solicitors to carry out pro bono work (for free), and runs several projects to encourage solicitors to do this, and to provide free legal support to individuals, communities and small voluntary organisations who are unable to afford or access legal advice. You can see more information on the charity itself on their Website: www.lawworks.org.uk 

LawWorks for Community Groups - This project provides free legal advice to small charities, not for profit, voluntary and community organisations and social enterprises in England and Wales using volunteer lawyers. 

They can help you with a wide variety of legal work including company law, employment law, intellectual property law, property law, charity law; tax/VAT law; insolvency and help in drafting contingency plans; insurance law; health and safety law; general contractual / commercial matters etc. 

You can apply to them using their online application form. Project staff review the application and help you understand the scope of advice required. If the application is approved, they then try and match you with a volunteer legal advisor who provides the legal advice for free. Once accepted, you will be a client of the firm but LawWorks staff are on hand to deal with any problems.

Initial Electronic Advice - a free, automatic web-based system which provides brief legal information in response to straightforward legal queries. It is designed to assist not for profit organisations and individuals who cannot afford to pay for solicitors privately.

The system allows LawWorks to submit a short legal query and have this answered anonymously by a lawyer via email. The process is that LawWorks receives an email with a short legal question. The system then produces a list of volunteer lawyers who work in the area of law concerned and sends the question to them one by one by email. If the first lawyer in the list is unable to assist, they 'reject' the question and it is sent automatically to the next person on the list, and so on. If the lawyer is able to help, they 'accept' the question and answer it (also by email). Their answer email is sent to LawWorks who then forward this to the agency / organisation who submitted the question.

member law firms. In order to answer a question lawyers must be qualified as a solicitor, or appropriately supervised if they are a trainee at a firm.

The team will also be judged on the clarity of internal communication of financial information to facilitate decision-making, and external communication in terms of reports and accounts, especially evidence shown over the last 12 months.  Fundraising Team of the Year - Awarded to a fundraising team on the basis of innovation and results that achieve, or exceed, the aims of a campaign or campaigns during 2009/10.  Campaigning Team of the Year - Awarded to a campaigning team on the basis of innovation and results that achieve, or exceed, the aims of a campaign or campaigns during 2009/10.  Trustee Board of the Year - Awarded to a trustee board which demonstrates exceptionally sound decision making, and has provided ongoing support which allows the charity to most effectively achieve its objectives, within the last year.  Human Resources Team of the Year - Awarded to an HR team which undertakes best practice in HR strategy, demonstrating that the strategy has been designed with the wider goals of the organisation in mind, and that there is clear evidence of leadership by the HR team/director that has had a successful impact on performance (whether in terms of growth, service, recruitment and retention or meeting specific objectives). PR Team of the Year - This award shows excellence in charity PR, either in-house at a charity or an agency undertaking a PR campaign on behalf of a charity. Benefits of the campaign have to be proven, especially a campaign within the last 12 months Social Enterprise of the Year - Awarded to a Social Entreprise that the judges believe has consistently delivered outstanding service to its beneficiaries, promoted and raised its cause, been clear in its goals, strategy and vision and demonstrated excellence all round, especially within the last year. Best Use of Technology - Awarded to an organisation which demonstrates innovative and effective use of IT in any area of its operations within the last 12 months. Entries can include the use of mobile technology, back-office systems, and other forms of technology.  Best Use of the Web - Awarded to an organisation which demonstrates innovative and effective use of the web within the last 12 months. This will take account of Web 2.0 technologies, accessibility issues, usability, and how well the web site furthers the organisation's goals.   Corporate National Partnership of the Year - This award recognises a partnership between a charitable organisation and a corporate entity on a national level which is demonstrably beneficial to both organisations, and which has had quantifiably beneficial results over the last year.  Corporate Community Local Involvement - This award recognises the active involvement of a commercial company directly with a charitable project in its locality, or through its partnership with a local charitable organisation, that has had a quantifiably positive effect on the local community over the last year. Corporate Social Responsibility Project of the Year - This award recognises the active involvement of a commercial company directly with a socially responsible project which has had a clear connection and benefit on a charity or the charitable sector over the last year.  Best Charity To Work For - Awarded to the charity that has instilled a sense of loyalty and purpose in its employees while also providing them with excellent working conditions. This category is voted on by individuals, but is only open to charities with 20 employees or more.

Closing the Gap is the Health Foundation's annual award scheme dedicated to bridging the gap between best practice and routine delivery of care.

By tackling known gaps between the routine delivery of care and best practice, Closing the Gap aims to support demonstrable improvements, build the knowledge and skills of the workforce, and create approaches to transform the quality of healthcare in the UK. 

Each year, Closing the Gap has a distinct focus. This year we will fund eight awards of up to £400,000 each. The Health Foundation is currently looking for teams to be part of this year’s Closing the Gap.

This year’s Closing the Gap aims to transform the dynamic between people who use health services and those who provide them.

They know that in order to achieve the best health outcomes and experience, people need to play an active role in their own care and receive support that is responsive to their needs. 

Within the healthcare system, individuals, teams and services are already making these changes happen. There are many example of this, including by co-producing health, sharing decision making, supporting self-management, opening access to health records, and creating a culture that welcomes and acts on feedback.

Yet these examples remain the exception rather than the norm, and the real challenge is still implementing these on a large scale.

What do we mean by ‘transforming the dynamic’? To improve healthcare quality we need to transform the ‘dynamics’ created by the way healthcare systems work – and challenge the beliefs and behaviours of those who use and provide health services.

They believe that healthcare services should be organised around the needs of the people using them. To achieve this, many factors – from clinicians and managers to services and systems – will need to change. This will involve a shift in philosophy, culture and behaviours across three key relationships:

Between communities and the wider healthcare system. Services do not always take account of local community factors such as cultural expectations, knowledge, language and access, meaning there can be a gap between the services provided and what communities actually need. How can we better meet the needs of local communities to ensure high quality care?

Between the person using services and the wider healthcare system. The responsibility to ‘join up’ services currently sits with the user rather than the service provider. How can we address the need for greater integration, coordination and responsiveness?

Between the individual and those who work in health provision. Effective interactions require both parties to have a shared understanding of purpose and process. How can we use techniques, tools and resources to redesign the consultation from the individual’s perspective?

The Closing the Gap awards are open to applications from across the UK, and we’re looking for proposals involving working partnerships with a real commitment to long-term change.

They will give preference to applications from partnerships of organisations bringing together complementary talents, knowledge, expertise and leadership. Teams could include partners such as local clinical leaders, commissioners, providers, service users, national change agencies, professional bodies or the voluntary sector. 

Successful applications will include clear strategies for embedding best practice so that it becomes routine, and for encouraging the spread of improvement.

They are inviting proposals that focus on one or more of the following three areas of interaction:

the dynamic between communities and the wider healthcare system the dynamic between the person using services and the wider healthcare system the dynamic between the person using services and those who work in health provision.

Wales has some of the finest waters that are used for many activities such as gorge walking, swimming, fishing, sailing, canoeing, rowing, diving and much more. The Welsh Assembly Government is offering up to 100% grants to projects which help people to enjoy the wonderful waters of Wales. 

The Welsh Assembly Government is offering money (up to 100% grants) to projects (big and small) which help people to enjoy the waters of Wales.

The money is being made available for projects that secure new or improved public access to Wales rivers, lakes, canals, reservoirs, and coastal waters for recreational and educational activities.

The panel are welcoming bids for the year 2010/11. The grant panel meet quartly not monthly as stated below.

Just about anybody can apply  public and private organisation, private individuals, voluntary and community groups. You can I apply for just about anything as long as the proposals improve and promote public access to the wonderful waters of Wales. These waters can be rivers, lakes, reservoirs, canals and of course the coast.
Gaining access can be physical or intellectual. It can be: Providing a walkway along an old canal and making it suitable for wheelchairs would be one example of physical access as would building a pontoon at a reservoir to allow for fishing and boating; Intellectual access could be writing a guide to water recreational facilities in your area.
They want all sorts of access by all sorts of people to all sorts of water across all of Wales so they will be looking to approve a balance of projects which provide that variety. Some of the factors that they will be considering are set out in the Project Eligibility Criteria available on website below.
They are prepared to offer grants up to a maximum of 100% of the cost of the project with a minimum value of £5,000. For smaller grants between £5000 and £10,000 they need written confirmation that a health and safety check has been undertaken, consents obtained, and landowners agreement obtained.
For larger schemes they need the same information as for the smaller grants but they need to see copies of the relevant consents. They also need to know that you have followed the normal public sector procurement route by obtaining at least three written quotations or an independent Quantity Surveyors report.
There are two stages for applying. The first stage is to check if your idea is eligible  fill in the Expression of Interest Form and they will give you an answer within ten working days and let you have the full Application Forms should your idea be eligible.
Then complete the full forms and they will arrange for them to be considered by an Evaluation Panel which meet monthly. After the ?quarterly meeting they will let you know within ten working days.
For schemes between £5000 and £10,000 they can make one interim payment during works (to help with cash-flow) and a final payment upon completion of works and upon your confirmation of the costs.
For large schemes over £10,000 they are prepared to make interim payments according to an agreed schedule (included on the Grant Application Form).

The following information tells you about the kind of groups which can apply, the sort of projects the Charitable Foundation can consider, and how to apply.

Who can apply? Applications will normally only be considered from registered charities. We may also consider applications from groups affiliated to registered charities.

What kind of projects will the Charitable Foundation support? Generally, we will consider applications for community based projects which aim to provide relief of suffering, hardship or poverty, or their direct consequences.

Some examples of the areas in which we have made donations include:

Support to:

Homeless people Adults and children with physical and mental disabilities; Older people; Underprivileged families; Deaf, blind and partially sighted people; and Community projects benefiting local residents Victims of natural and civil disasters in the UK 

The project must operate in the area of one of our 67 branches.

Church projects will be considered only where they involve community outreach and benefit, (e.g., supporting the homeless, disadvantaged families).

How much can we apply for? Donations are normally in the range of £250 to £1000. The application must be for capital expenditure. We cannot consider applications towards general running costs.

Will the Foundation make donations to general fundraising appeals? No. However, we may consider applications for specific items as part of a wider appeal.

Do we have to have an account with Leeds Building Society? No. The Charitable Foundation was established by Leeds Building Society and is funded by an annual donation from the Society, but makes its decisions independently. You may be interested to know that Leeds Building Society does offer CharityLine, an account especially designed for charities. Your local branch can give you more information.

Are there any projects that the Charitable Foundation will not support? The Foundation is unlikely to make donations for:

The restoration or upgrading of buildings, including churches Environmental charities (unless there is a benefit to a disadvantaged community) Administration equipment such as IT equipment for a charity's own use 

The Foundation is unable to support:

Projects with religious, political or military purposes Overseas charities or projects Individuals, including sponsorship of individuals Animal welfare projects Medical research

Because the Foundation operates independently of the Building Society, local branch staff are unable to answer questions about the Foundation.

· DFID - Development Innovation Fund (DIF)
DFID’s White Paper, “‘Eliminating World Poverty: Building Our Common Future’”, outlines DFID’s approach to working with civil society. It highlights the fact that DFID recognises that the work of governments alone will not be enough to eliminate world poverty and that to achieve further and faster poverty reduction, governments must work closely with citizens and civil society groups. 

The White Paper states that over the next few years DFID will increase its work with organisations in the UK and overseas who play an important role in development. This will include groups with who do not currently benefit from DFID support. Many of these groups are involved in supporting very small scale, often localised activities which do not meet the criteria we have for our existing centrally managed civil society funding schemes, such as the Partnership Programme Arrangements (PPA) and Civil Society Challenge Fund (CSCF).

To address this, DFID has established a new funding stream aimed at community based organisations involved in providing specific small scale, one-off support that directly targets poverty in the developing world and includes a significant development awareness component in the UK.  The Fund will be operational for an initial 16 months from 2010. 

The Fund is intended to offer funding opportunities to not for profit organisations but is not intended to replace or overlap with other DFID funding mechanisms.

During the next strategic cycle, EJAF seeks to support programmes that demonstrate value for money and fully involve people living with HIV for which multi-year funding is available:

Gay and bisexual men living with HIV (MSM) - They are seeking UK wide collaborative programmes that enable MSM to manage their mental, physical and emotional health, be confident about disclosing their HIV status and reduce the risk of onward transmission of HIV. Programmes should make use of new technologies and demonstrate how they aim to measure the impact of their interventions, particularly in relation to increases in self esteem and disclosure to sexual partners and reductions in risk taking behaviour and unsafe sex. 
  
Long Term Survivors and older people - They are seeking UK wide collaborative programmes that address the impact and social isolation of HIV on those who have been living with HIV for over 10 years and/or those aged over 50. Employment and training - They are seeking UK wide collaborative programmes that enable people living with HIV to access training and support in order to gain employment, remain in employment and increase their income levels. Programmes should demonstrate how they aim to measure the impact of their interventions in relation to qualifications gained, reduction in unemployment levels, increases in income levels of people living with HIV and use of non HIV employment and training services. 

Children affected by HIV - They are seeking UK wide collaborative programmes that address the needs of children infected and affected by HIV, their parents and carers. Programmes for children need to demonstrate a child centred approach. All programmes should demonstrate how they aim to measure the impact of their interventions in relation to benefits on the child, their families/carers and use of non HIV statutory and voluntary social care services.

Poverty and nutrition - They are seeking UK wide collaborative programmes that address the impact of poverty on people living with HIV in the UK. Programmes should demonstrate how they aim to measure the impact of their interventions in relation to improvements in living conditions, access to culturally appropriate nutrition and increased income levels.

Regional Grants Fund - EJAF also operates a regional grants programme open to collaborative regional HIV programmes addressing the above issues, particularly those operating in Brighton, the East of England, the Midlands, London, the North West, South Central, Yorkshire and the Humber areas. The Facility Fund is an integral part of ‘A Sporting Future for London’, the Mayor’s 2012 legacy plan, which was unveiled in 2009 by the London Mayor Boris Johnson and his Commissioner for Sport, Kate Hoey. The plan sets out four key goals:

GOAL ONE:  To get more people active GOAL TWO:  To transform the sporting infrastructure GOAL THREE:  To build capacity and skills GOAL FOUR:  To maximise the benefits of sport to our society 

As a means of supporting the delivery of Goals One and Two, the Football Foundation is delighted to announce that the first round of the PlaySport London Facility Fund is now ‘live’ and open for applications. 

The fund will have several objectives, namely:

To provide investment to support the development of new sports facilities or the refurbishment of existing facilities with a particular focus on small, community, park or estate-based projects. To increase the number and breadth of target groups engaged in sport. To prioritise projects for funding that are clearly addressing shortfalls in provision.To support the development of multi-sport facilities that are a clear priority for the relevant sports.To support projects that are able to demonstrate their sustainability, long term viability (for example through the co-location of services) and offer good value for money.To support projects that, in addition to increasing participation rates, seek to address specific retention issues that are affecting their club/organisation or that try to retain participants amongst certain target groups (e.g. women). To advocate and promote the protection of London’s playing fields and other existing sports facilities against unnecessary loss.To explore ways to increase the use of existing sports facilities, with a particular focus on community usage of school and FE/HE sports provision.To encourage the use of London’s parks as places in which to participate in sport. 

From April 2010 – March 2013, six rounds of funding will be available to which eligible organisations can apply.

They are now seeking applications for Round One.

There are two categories of grant available for this round of funding:

Category A - applicants can apply for up to a maximum of £50,000. PlaySport London Facility Fund contribution should not exceed 60% of total project cost. Category A grants are designed for small to medium developments and upgrades of facilities. Examples include, Multi Use Games Areas (MUGA’s), Refurbishment of indoor facilities and estate based ball courts. Category B - applicants can apply for up to a maximum of £250,000. PlaySport London Facility Fund contribution should not exceed 30% of total project cost. Category B grants are designed for medium to large developments and the development of new sports facilities. Examples include multi-sport hubs. Applications for larger facility developments in Category A would also be considered. 

Please note: A Park Tennis programme will be launched later this year. For this reason, tennis specific projects will not be considered in this bidding round. However, tennis may be included as part of a multi sport application.

Applicants should be aware that the anticipated demand for the PlaySport London Facility Fund will most likely exceed the funds available, so while £250,000 is the upper limit in this category, only a very limited numbers of awards can be made at this level.

Any project application needs to clearly demonstrate that the funding:

will assist with the creation or refurbishment of a space for the community to play sport in, provide a lasting benefit to the community in the immediate vicinity of the project; deliver a true multi sport approach will focus on raising participation in sports activity, particularly those individuals in the community that would currently be deemed “inactive”[1]. This should mainly be through encouraging new participants onto the facilities, but also can seek to increase the amount of activity by individuals already participating at the sites will see a multi-sector approach with local agencies and partners to make best use of the facility. 

Revenue Funding - For both Categories, as part of the total funding request, some revenue funding is available to support the facility development, representing 20% of the overall grant being applied for i.e. you could apply for a total grant of £250,000, comprising of £200,000 capital and £50,000 revenue.

This revenue funding should only be used to deliver activities at the facility developed to either:

Increase sports participation. Increase the sustainability of activity. 

Round 1 Process - For Round one, a two-staged process will be implemented. 

29 April 2010 – Round 1 opens for Expressions of Interest for Category A and B applications. 28 May 2010 – Round 1 closes for Expressions of Interest for Category A and B applications. Week Commencing 7 June 2010 – Applicants informed whether Expressions of Interest have been successful or unsuccessful Week Commencing 7 June 2010 – Round 1 re-opens for Stage 2 applications (successful Expressions of Interest) 30 July 2010 – Round 1 closes for Stage 2 full applications By end of September 2010 – Applicants informed of the Panel’s decision. Successful applicants offered grant award in accordance with the Panel’s decision. 

Round 2 will open during October 2010, followed by subsequent rounds in order to allow the maximum number of applicants a reasonable amount of time in which to develop their projects and applications.

London is one of the wealthiest and most diverse cities in the world attracting millions of people from across the globe.  Yet its prosperity resides cheek by jowl with unacceptable levels of poverty and disadvantage.  The capital has some of the poorest neighbourhoods in the country with high levels of 

The City Parochial Foundation is an independent charitable foundation which exists to help deal with deprivation, unemployment, inequality, homelessness, poor health and pollution in London.  

City Parochial makes grants through the open programme and also funds special initiatives.  City Parochial  aims to develop supportive relationships with the community and voluntary organisations funded and to encourage the sharing of learning and skills.  Where it is relevant and appropriate knowledge is used to influence and promote change. 

There are many ways in which issues of poverty can be addressed, though we do not have sufficient resources to support all needs.  In developing our priorities we have reviewed what others are doing, consulted people working in this field and considered where we can have the greatest impact.  Much of our open programme builds on our previous work though we have become more focused.

Our open programme has four priority areas.  They aim: 

To improve employment opportunities for disadvantaged people; To promote the inclusion of recent arrivals to the UK; To promote social justice; To strengthen the voluntary and community sector. 

They will also fund exceptional work to tackle poverty which falls outside our open programme.  Organisations will need to demonstrate clearly how their work is genuinely exceptional and you are advised to speak to one of our officers if you wish to apply under this heading.  Generally they will only make a handful of grants under this category each year.

There is no minimum or maximum size of grant and the amount you request should be the amount you need.  However, the average grant is likely to be about £45,000 in total, although a significant number of grants will be smaller (between £5,000 to £30,000) while a few will be larger (more than £70,000). 

The amounts may be spread over one, two or three years and in some cases over longer periods, if there is a good reason to do so.   

Their next deadline for applications is 30 May 2010.
Special Initiatives - In addition to the open programme, we also fund special initiatives where we want to make a more strategic impact and, where appropriate, influence the work of others.  These are developed in consultation with organisations and funders working in the areas of work we have identified as important.  Often the special initiatives arise from work which we are funding in our open programme which identifies gaps in a particular area of work.  Examples of special initiatives we have previously undertaken include:

Employability – an organisation established to work at a policy level to improve the employment opportunities of refugees and migrants; Count Us In – an initiative to increase the support provided to small disability organisations particularly those from black and minority ethnic communities and people with learning difficulties; Domestic violence – a joint initiative with the Henry Smith Charity to develop independent domestic violence advocacy services in London. 

These initiatives are larger in scale than our open programme and we expect to commit more than £1 million each year to this work.

The CSCF guidelines for the 2011 funding round are currently under review. The fund objectives will remain the same - but some of the forms and management processes may be tweaked slightly in response to feedback from stakeholders and to improve efficiency.

There will be a change to the start date for submission of concept notes which will now be 1st April. The deadline of 31st May will remain unchanged. This responds to our experience that the vast majority of applicants submit their Concept Notes in the last month before the deadline, and most on the last day.

If you are thinking about applying for the CSCF 2011 funding round, you can still use the current criteria and guidelines to start preparing your bid. However, please be sure you check the DFID website for the revised versions of the CSCF guidelines and forms before you submit your Concept Note. They aim to publish these at the beginning of March 2010.

The CSCF supports activities that:

improve the capacity of Southern civil society to engage in the local decision-making processes improve the capacity of Southern civil society to engage in national decision making processes improve national linkages through global advocacy provide innovative service delivery provide service delivery in difficult environments 
The CSCF can provide up to £500,000 for a maximum of 5 years. Projects where the UK organisation has secured a degree of funding from other sources or is making a contribution of its own are welcomed, however. Up to 100% will be considered where no other funding is available.

The fund is suitable for UK-based, non-profit organisations.

The deadline for receipt of Concept Notes is 31 May and the deadline for full proposals is 31 July. Funding for successful projects will be from the following April.

· Forest Education Initiative (FEI)
Forest Education Initiative (FEI) aims to increase the understanding and appreciation, particularly among young people, of the environmental, social, and economic potential of trees, woodlands and forests and of the link between the tree and everyday wood products. The need for such a greater understanding is vital. Woodlands provide environmentally sustainable building materials and many other products essential to daily life. Wood products require less energy to manufacture and maintain than other non-renewable materials and they can be easily recycled. Woodlands benefit our environment and provide a great setting for education and recreation, as well as much-needed jobs in the rural economy. 

The real work of FEI is achieved by local groups, known as 'cluster groups'. FEI encourages and supports the formation of voluntary cluster groups at local and regional levels.

FEI cluster groups informally bring together individuals and organisations who want to educate others about trees and wood, and those directly involved with woodland ownership and management and related timber industries. Involvement is open to all those who wish to further the aims and objectives of FEI. Each FEI cluster group is unique, locally managed, independent and focused on their local needs.

Clusters aim to offer teachers and leaders facilities for developing activity-based programmes based on trees, forests and wood products in their locality.

For example they can: deliver forest education on the ground, by adding value to existing projects and instigating new ones; facilitate first hand learning experiences for schools and youth groups at woodland sites and at industrial sites, which use forest products; introduce teachers to ways of using FEI materials and local resources eg workshops; provide information and advice; network with other cluster groups across Britain; exclusively apply for FEI partnership funding (internal funding up to £5,000).

The FEI Partnership Fund - The FEI Partnership Fund is specifically to support the work of FEI clusters. It can provide match funding for specific activities, which enhance the overall objectives of FEI. These are to help develop, among young people, a greater understanding of trees, woodlands, forest management, forest products and wood as a sustainable resource.
Only established FEI clusters can apply. It is a challenge fund, which means that applicants are competing for a limited amount of money in each financial year. Match funding is essential and preference is given to clusters that seek private sector support. The maximum amount that can be applied for in a single application is £5,000 and the minimum amount is £201.

There are three funding rounds a year with closing dates 1st February, 1st June and 1st October.  Information on all aspects of the application process can be found in the Funding Guidance Notes and all applications should be made on the Application Form Both downloadable from their website). All applications should be agreed by your cluster group and discussed with your regional co-ordinator. Once agreed, the form and any supporting evidence should be emailed or posted to your co-ordinator and to the FEI Partnership Fund Manager Rachel Lucas (rachel.lucas@field-studies-council.org ?) at the Field Studies Council with a signed final copy posted to Rachel by the closing date.

Bids are assessed by a UK assessment panel according to the set criteria. 
You can show how your project meets the criteria in your answers to the criteria-linked questions on the application form. 

Eligible project costs include hire of people, for example, supply teachers, advice, training hire or purchase of materials, machinery or services and paying for printing and publicity for projects. Cluster groups should feel able to explore a wide range of possible projects.

Companies that operate landfill sites collect a landfill tax for every tonne of waste that goes into one of their sites. The UK government allows a proportion of this tax to be allocated to the Landfill Communities Fund to support community and environmental improvement projects. SITA Trust receives its funding from the waste management company, SITA UK, which owns landfill sites across the country.

Not-for-profit organisations including community groups, parish councils, charities, local authorities and voluntary organisations.

SITA Trust’s Small Grants Scheme provides funding for physical improvements to community facilities, with awards up to £10,000.  Applications for grants of £10,001 to £50,000 should be made through our Large Grants Scheme.

Those applications that can demonstrate successful efforts to raise contributory funds in support of the project (over and above the CTP which is explained in this section of the guide) will be considered favourably, although those that don’t will still be considered.

A registered care provider with 250 or more full-time equivalent staff is not eligible for investment in this cycle, but may be eligible in Cycle 3 or Cycle 4. The maximum grant is £20k.Cycle 3: Launch July 2010
Cycle 3 will be open to: registered providers or social care organisations eligible for cycles 1 or 2 adult social care organisations of all sizes (including large registered providers), seeking funding for developing or transferring innovative uses of ICT to extend personalisation. Organisations with more than 50 full-time equivalent staff will be expected to identify matched funding.

Cycle 4 will be open to:

The LSIS Flexibility and Innovation Fund is a new opportunity for the learning and skills sector. Its main purpose is to promote and support innovative projects that have the potential to yield significant improvements in sector practice or performance. This £2,000,000 fund, established in Autumn 2009, represents LSIS's commitment to directing funding into the learning and skills sector and promoting sector-based expertise.

To date, 88 successful bids from the first two flexibility and innovation funding rounds represent an investment of £6.5 million from this fund going directly to the sector.

Given the large number of applications for funding (a total of 432 in the first two funding rounds) LSIS cannot provide feedback on the assessment of individual bids. Instead generic guidance is offered on the characteristics of successful and unsuccessful bids. These are presented in the statement on the Qualities of Successful Bids. It is hoped that this guidance will provide helpful feedback to unsuccessful applicants and to applicants intending to submit bids in future funding rounds.

Funding rounds open around a month before the announced closing date. An application form and further guidance are then published on their website.

The next closing date will be midday Friday 18 June 2010.
Further funding rounds will follow in November 2010 with two more in 2011.

The Big Lottery Fund is working in partnership with the Welsh Assembly Government to deliver a Community Asset Transfer Programme (CAT).  This programme will provide both capital and revenue funding to support the transfer of assets, such as land and buildings, from public sector organisations to community ownership.

They recognise that there will be interest from a range of potential projects in accessing this funding, and that they will be at varying stages of development. Therefore, the CAT programme will be delivered via three competitive funding rounds.

Round 1: Fast-track – CLOSED
Round 1 comprised of a Fast track round, introduced to enable rapid investment in projects that were fully developed and ready to start immediately.  The deadline for expressions of interest was 4th of December 2009 and the Fast-track round is now closed.

Round 2: The application process for Round 2 differs from the Fast-track round. This funding round will be delivered via a two stage process and will be particularly useful for organisations whose projects are not as well developed as those suitable for funding under the Fast-track round.  Organisations will be required to complete a stage one application but will only be required to develop and submit a stage two application (a project plan and capital project delivery plan) if their stage one is successful.

Sustainability lies at the heart of every stage of the Games programme. From the design and planning stages to the construction and legacy of the Games, the principle ambitions are to set new benchmarks in sustainability, inspire people to make positive lifestyle changes, and maximise the long-term social, environmental and economic impact of the Games to Londoners and the UK. They want to use the Games to help people and communities see that adopting pro-environmental behaviours is neither terrifying nor impossible but achievable.  

The minimum award will be £100,000 (with a maximum award of £200,000) and between 4 and 8 separate projects will be funded.

They are using a two stage approach in the application procedure because they know that resources are tight in the third sector and do not want organisations to waste them on the heavy commitment that a full application would entail.

As a first stage, they are only asking third sector organisations to set out their concept, explaining what could be delivered, if they had the funding. 

The closing date for this first phase is 21 May 2010, and applicants will know if they have been shortlisted by early July 2010. 

10-12 applicants will be shortlisted and invited to a workshop in early July and will then be asked to submit a full project plan.
They expect the delivery partners to work to start in September 2010.
Although seed corn funding will end in March 2011, they will aim to provide other forms of support to help projects deliver. The impetus provided by the funding and the other support should enable delivery partners to continue delivery to 2012 and beyond.

Projects should use the seed corn funding to start delivery and build their capacity to put in place activities that should be operational in the run up to the London 2012 Games and beyond. The activities can take place anywhere in UK and potentially catalyse sustainable behaviours, under one or more of the following themes:  

Active travel (walking and cycling more) Sustainable consumption - e.g. eco products or local and seasonal food Greener gardens/local areas More efficient resource use - particularly energy and water Waste less - recycle more. 

Whilst they are interested in a variety of projects spanning these themes, selection will be on quality grounds and not by criteria and the proposals must be directly related to, and use the inspiration of the Olympic Games and Paralympic Games to encourage people to change their environmental behaviour. This does not necessarily mean that projects need to be sports related. 

Projects will need to tailor their approach to reach and engage specific population groups. Bidders can work with their existing audience/ target groups, however they would also encourage bidders to either work with one or more of the Defra environmental segments or to make an assessment of how their target audience group relates to these segments.

Projects must fall into one or more of the categories identified below. 
Where current take-up rates of an environmental behaviour are low, but opportunities exist to widen the mandate for taking action by inspiring individuals to take action through the Games 
There is the potential to increase the momentum of change through the Games.  For example, if take-up of an environmental behaviour has levelled off, but new interventions could trigger a step change and increase take-up rates amongst certain segments or population groups, or indeed increase the level of behaviour that is adopted.
Acceptability is low amongst certain members/groups of society, but through the Games, opportunities might exist to reach previously "disengaged" groups, where for example there is currently low acceptability and willingness to act; or where evidence suggests that experiencing a new behaviour inspired through the Games may increase acceptability and willingness.
There is the potential to extend adoption of behaviours through working with new audience groups who may already be engaged in specific activities related to the Games (for example through the volunteer network).
There will be scope for organisations to scale-up existing activities, however where this is the case they must clearly demonstrate additionality within their programme of work.
