· Commission for the Compact - closure
The Commission for the Compact will cease to operate on March 31st 2011.

 From March 1st our staff will no longer provide advice and information about the Compact. From March 1st all enquiries relating to the Compact should be made to either the Office for Civil Society or Compact Voice.

· Action for Blind People - SEED
Action for Blind People has developed a Social Enterprise and Employment Development (SEED) Project to provide work experience placements in social enterprises and in the West Midlands, Yorkshire and the Humber, and the North East with the intention of rolling it out across England. The placements will be in the form of:

Work Taster Sessions - sessions last for one day and provide the opportunity to try out a job or vocational area of interest. There are lots to choose from and the chance to try a range of jobs. Work Experience Placements - these sessions will last for up to two weeks and will give you a more in-depth experience of a particular job and working environment. You can also try as many of these placements as you like. Trainee Placements - there are a limited number of 6 month, paid trainee placements available to provide a fully supported experience of work and access to work based training whilst engaging in a ‘real’ job.

Social enterprises are organisations that trade for social and environmental purposes. Just like any other business, a social enterprise aims to generate an income but instead of using this for personal gain, their profits are reinvested back into the business or the local community in order to further their social aims. 

By nature, social enterprises are very supportive environments and are therefore the ideal place for you to develop important skills, build confidence and move one step closer to gaining employment.

· Carbon Trust and Siemens 
This new green financing scheme will give UK firms the opportunity to cover the upfront costs of energy efficiency investments when it launches on 4 April 2011.

Siemens will manage the provision of the funding, totalling £550 million, over the next three years and the Carbon Trust will use its experience of managing energy efficiency projects to assess the carbon, energy and cost savings of loan applications, ensuring that the financing pays for itself through reduced energy bills.

The scheme will also be supported by the launch of a new joint venture between Siemens and the Carbon Trust later in the year, offering

The new venture is expected to further assist the Carbon Trust, following a recent announcement that its budget is being cut by 40% over the next year owing to government spending cuts.

Further information will be given when it becomes available.

· Yorkshire Universities Innovation Fund 
The proposed Yorkshire Innovation Fund is expected to help turn research into commercial successes and give more companies the confidence to invest in new products and services. It is also anticipated that the work of the Fund could help fill some of the business support gap that will be left upon the closure of Business Link Yorkshire and Yorkshire Forward.

Should the initiative get the go-ahead it will focus on sectors seen as key to the future of the regional economy, such as advanced engineering and materials, low carbon energy, biorenewables and healthcare technology. The Fund will largely focus on SMEs but will support innovative larger companies to help create more high technology jobs and compete better in the global marketplace.

The idea for the Fund was put forward by the Yorkshire Universities umbrella organisation and is backed by at least seven of the region's universities with more expected to get on board.

Yorkshire Universities have requested £5 million in European Regional Development Fund money to match funding available from other bodies including the Technology Strategy Board and research councils.

· European Social Fund
 The 2007-13 programme has two key general priorities:

Priority 1 - Extending Employment Opportunities: Supports projects aimed at tackling the barriers to work faced by unemployed and disadvantaged people. (Around £1.2 billion will be available for this priority in England). Priority 2 - Developing a Skilled and Adaptable Workforce: Supports projects that will provide training to people who do not have the basic skills and qualifications required in the workplace. (Around £670 million is available for this priority in England).  

More information will be given when it becomes available.

Specially for funding advisers - Fit4funding’s accredited, E-Learning Course - Advising Groups on Funding Issues begins on Monday 11th April 2011. Enrolment date: 4th April 2011

· WYCAS - Independent Accounts Examination - West Yorkshire
Charitable Companies with income of £90,000 to £250,000 now need an Independent Examination. A change in legislation from the 1st April 2009 means that most charitable companies in the income range between £90,000 and £250,000 now need an Independent Examination rather than a Reporting Accountants Report.

Accounts filing date changes - Companies House has changed its filing dates and increased penalties for those filing their accounts late. If you are a registered company (normally limited by guarantee) then the following filing dates will apply:

From 1st February 2009 the late filing penalties are as follows:

One month late £150 One to two months late £375 Three to six months late £750 More than six months late £1,500 

If accounts are filed late in two successive years the penalty will be doubled.
Remember if you are a charitable company then your accounts need to be sent to both the Charity Commission and Companies House. If you are in doubt the Companies House website will show the next due date for the filing of your accounts.

Charity Commission 

If you are a registered charity and have annual income of £10,000 or more then your accounts must be filed with the Charity Commission within 10 months of the end of the accounting period. This can be done online or by posting a hard copy to the Commission. They will accept a photocopy of the accounts and unsigned accounts will be accepted if they are filed online. There are no financial penalties for late filing but the days the accounts are overdue are highlighted on the website for all to see.

· LawWorks
LawWorks is an independent charity and is the working name of the Solicitor's Pro Bono Group. The charity exists to encourage and support solicitors to carry out pro bono work (for free), and runs several projects to encourage solicitors to do this, and to provide free legal support to individuals, communities and small voluntary organisations who are unable to afford or access legal advice. You can see more information on the charity itself on their Website: www.lawworks.org.uk 

LawWorks for Community Groups - This project provides free legal advice to small charities, not for profit, voluntary and community organisations and social enterprises in England and Wales using volunteer lawyers. 

They can help you with a wide variety of legal work including company law, employment law, intellectual property law, property law, charity law; tax/VAT law; insolvency and help in drafting contingency plans; insurance law; health and safety law; general contractual / commercial matters etc. 

You can apply to them using their online application form. Project staff review the application and help you understand the scope of advice required. If the application is approved, they then try and match you with a volunteer legal advisor who provides the legal advice for free. Once accepted, you will be a client of the firm but LawWorks staff are on hand to deal with any problems.

Initial Electronic Advice - a free, automatic web-based system which provides brief legal information in response to straightforward legal queries. It is designed to assist not for profit organisations and individuals who cannot afford to pay for solicitors privately.

The system allows LawWorks to submit a short legal query and have this answered anonymously by a lawyer via email. The process is that LawWorks receives an email with a short legal question. The system then produces a list of volunteer lawyers who work in the area of law concerned and sends the question to them one by one by email. If the first lawyer in the list is unable to assist, they 'reject' the question and it is sent automatically to the next person on the list, and so on. If the lawyer is able to help, they 'accept' the question and answer it (also by email). Their answer email is sent to LawWorks who then forward this to the agency / organisation who submitted the question.

The £4 million Fund aims to help LEPs understand the issues facing businesses in their local areas and assist them to develop and prioritise action plans. All LEPs that have been asked to set up their boards by Ministers will be eligible to bid for this funding.

There is no minimum or maximum level for funding and bids will be judged individually on merit. However, BIS wishes to see as many worthwhile bids as possible benefit from the Fund, therefore, very large bids would need to be of exceptional quality.

Bids must be for projects that meet one or more of the following objectives:

Address a gap in the intelligence available to LEPs on business needs and barriers to growth. Facilitate business engagement and interaction with the LEP. Boost board capacity to prioritise actions which will support business-led growth and jobs within the LEP area. 

The types of applications that may be successful for funding include:

Analysis of existing economic data or intelligence to help LEPs prioritise the activities to engage in. Analysis of new or emerging industries or clusters. Analysis of potential barriers and collection of new economic data. This may include analysis of data that already exists on a local authority level, on a LEP level. Training for board members. Facilitating SME engagement with the partnership. Identifying economic benefits of working between LEPs on infrastructure issues or sectoral priorities. 

The Fund will be spread over four years with the first bidding round aiming to allocate up to £1 million. A second round will be launched in autumn 2011 with further rounds in 2012 and 2013. Each LEP is eligible to submit a maximum of one bid in each round.

They want to fund projects that respond to needs identified by communities, and those that fund projects that help those most in need including those people or groups who are hard to reach. They want to encourage the following changes to communities as a result of our funding: 

people having better chances in life, including being able to get better access to training and development to improve their life skills strong communities, with more active citizens, working together to tackle their problems improved rural and urban environments, which communities are better able to access and enjoy healthier and more active people and communities. You can apply to Reaching Communities if you are: a registered charity a voluntary or community group a statutory body, (including schools) a charitable or not-for-profit company a social enterprise - a business that is chiefly run for social objectives, whose profits are reinvested in the business rather than going to shareholders and owners. Reaching Communities has proven to be a popular and highly competitive programme. Sadly, they have had to turn down some very good projects. You should note the high levels of interest in this programme and consider whether your project would be better suited to another Big Lottery Fund programme. · Equitable Charitable Trust
The Equitable Charitable Trust is an education charity. It makes grants totalling up to £1 million each year towards projects for children and young people under the age of 25 who are from disadvantaged backgrounds or disabled.

Its funds are highly oversubscribed and the Trustees have therefore identified three specific priorities for the types of projects they wish to support:
( education projects or services that support the learning and development of disabled children and young people in the UK; 
( formal education projects for disadvantaged children and young people in the UK that support delivery of the National Curriculum (i.e. curriculum enrichment projects) or that deliver accredited vocational learning that will increase employability; 
( education projects that will help increase participation in, or improve the quality of, education for disadvantaged or disabled children and young people in developing countries. 
The application should address how your project addresses our priorities. 

Your project need only be relevant to one, however projects that relate to PSHE and Citizenship subjects are a low priority, and are very unlikely to be funded and for overseas projects, Trustees particularly wish to support projects with potential to deliver benefits over the medium to long term. 

Grassroots projects without a strategic element, such as those which support students by paying their school fees or purchasing school uniforms, are unlikely to be funded.
Types of Grant 
Grants can be made for project costs, capital expenditure, equipment and/or the salary costs of a post.


Area of Benefit
The majority of projects funded by the Trust take place in the UK at local or regional level, though national projects and those benefiting children or young people overseas (in developing countries only) are also supported. 
Please note that grants for overseas projects are only made to UK registered charities.
Types of Organisations Funded 
We support a broad range of organisations; from small and medium sized not-for-profit organisations to larger charities. However, priority is given to organisations and charities with annual incomes of under £5 million. You do not need to be a UK registered charity to apply unless you are applying for a grant towards a project or work that will take place outside the UK. 
All applicants must supply audited or independently inspected accounts with their application. If your organisation is new and does not yet have accounts, we will not be able to consider your application.
Length of Grants
The length of funding can range from one to three years. Grants of more than one year are paid in annual installments, with installments beyond the first year dependent on receipt of progress reports that are satisfactory to the Trustees.
Size of Grants
The size of grants ranges from £3,000 to £30,000. Most are for sums between £5,000 and £20,000. It is rare for a multi-year grant to exceed £10,000 p.a. and most multi-year grants will be for sums between £5,000 and £7,500 p.a.
How to apply
Applications can be submitted at any time and are considered monthly by the Trustees. 

The Trust does not have an application form, but recommends that organisations follow the guidelines on Website: www.equitablecharitabletrust.org.uk/
You are asked to keep your application as simple as possible and avoid the use of technical terms and jargon.

The Trust receives a large number of applications each year and application numbers have increased significantly in the past year. Regrettably, this means we have to decline many good applications. 

The Trust is normally able to provide a decision within eight weeks of receipt of an application.In some cases an in-principle decision is made by Trustees pending receipt of references, further information or a visit being arranged. All grants are subject to the Trust's terms and conditions of grant. A sample copy of these can be downloaded from the bottom of the Grants page on the website.

Applicants who are unsuccessful will be notified in writing and cannot re-apply for at least six months from the date of notification.

Grants can be made for projects throughout the UK.  Overseas projects are also funded, but only through UK registered charities.  Organisations based outside of the UK are not eligible to apply.

The Foyle Foundation Small Grants Scheme is designed to support smaller charities in the UK, especially those working at grass roots and local community level, in any field, across a wide range of activities. 

Applications are welcomed from charities that have an annual turnover of less than £100,000 per annum. Larger or national charities will normally not be considered under this scheme. Nor will the Scheme generally support charities that are able consistently to generate operational surpluses or which have been able to build up unrestricted reserves to a level equivalent to three months turnover.

They plan to make one year grants of between £1,000 and £10,000 to charities which can demonstrate that such a grant will make a significant difference to their work. If you cannot demonstrate this, your application will be declined. No multi-year funding awards will be made.

There are no deadlines for submission. Applications will be received at all times but it may take up to four months to obtain a decision from Trustees. Please apply well in advance of your requirements.

All applications will be acknowledged but in order to reduce administration, usually we will not send declination letters. If you have not heard from The Foundation within four months of your application being acknowledged, you should assume that your application has been unsuccessful.

The Arts Open Grants Scheme supports work that increases people's enjoyment, experience and involvement in the arts.  All applications to the Arts Open Grants scheme must relate to this theme.

Their grants aim to enable organisations to experiment with and develop new ways of engaging with audiences and participants. This might mean introducing more people to traditional cultural activities or ensuring that the widest ranges of people have a greater opportunity to shape their own experience of the arts and culture.

Within this theme, they will support work for people of all ages, with an emphasis on inter-generational initiatives where young people (up to 25 years old) are one of the groups involved.

There is no minimum or maximum grant size. The amount you request should be the amount you need. They prefer to make grants where you and/or another funder are also contributing, preferably in cash, towards the cost of the activity you are asking them to fund.

They have a two-stage application process. At the first stage, applicants are required to show that the work for which they are seeking funding fits with the themes and priorities of the programme they are applying to. They also require that applicants show how their proposal meets their criteria for Change and Outcomes, Innovation and Participation.

Projects in prisons and projects providing alternatives to custody that fall within the following themes:

· Projects that seek to reduce the use of custody for women. Trustees will include work with women with extreme vulnerabilities which are likely to lead to offending. Organisations applying in this area will be expected to have considerable experience and expertise in work with women with multiple and complex needs.

· Projects that seek to support women who are leaving custody and that assist them to reintegrate with society and their families. Trustees have an interest in projects that assist female offenders and ex-offenders families, particularly their children.

Proposals for small research projects that meet the Trust’s priority themes and that pro-vide tangible outputs in either policy or practical terms will also be accepted. Projects that link to our priorities in both prisons and substance misuse are particularly welcome.

Funding Schemes - There are Main Grant and Small Grant Funds.

Main Grant Fund - As our primary grant outlet, this fund distributes approximately 90% of our annual grant budget. If the project fits our programme criteria, organisations can apply under this scheme for sums above £5,000.

Small Grant Fund - This fund is reserved for requests of £5,000 or less. Applications to this fund normally require less detailed assessment (though a visit or meeting may be required) but applicants should include the names of two referees from organisations with whom they work.

· Santander Foundation
The Santander Foundation brings together the charitable donations formerly made in the UK by Abbey, Alliance & Leicester and Bradford & Bingley savings business.
All its funding must directly help disadvantaged people through one or both of these charitable priorities: Education and training; Financial capability

Examples of what is funded 

Education and training This could be any activity disadvantaged people undertake where they improve their confidence in a skill or their understanding of a subject. This does not have to be formal training or lead to a qualification, although those activities would be eligible too. Examples could include independent living skills, anger management, or improving self esteem. Other examples could include reminiscence projects for older people and art and craft sessions for disadvantaged children. These are just a few examples and should not be regarded as a definitive list. 

Financial capability 

This priority covers activities which help disadvantaged people understand how to manage their money. It could include budgeting skills, accessing affordable credit as well as managing the challenges that arise from being a carer, unemployment, disability or relationship break up. Examples could be the costs of running a credit union, projects delivering financial advice and helping people to understand their benefit entitlement. Successful applications under this priority have included equipping a training kitchen for homeless people who learnt how to budget effectively for their food and then went on to apply these principals to other parts of their lives. How much can you apply for? Applications are invited from January 2011 onwards. Grants of up to £10,000 can be awarded anywhere in the UK. The average grant is £4,000. All funding is for one off donations. We do not offer multi-year funding. Grants are available to buy tangible items such as equipment or training materials. Grants are also available to fund project costs such as sessional worker fees, salaries, room hire or other costs incurred in the delivery of the charitable priorities. The Spotlight section has been updated to include an interview with the Foundation Manager, Alan Eagle. Who can apply? Organisations with charitable status for their work within the UK. This includes registered charities, Friendly Societies, Industrial & Provident Societies registered under charitable not membership rules (an exception to this are credit unions – who we can fund). Individuals or charities outside the UK are not funded/ Community Interest Companies or not-for-profit organisations are not funded unless they are also registered charities.

The Trust aims to support projects that will:

You will need to demonstrate that your organisation:
•Has an annual turnover of less than £250,000;
•Has a relevant track record and experience;
•Benefits people resident or working in Tower Hamlets and/or Southwark and/or the   City of London;
•Undertakes charitable work (however you do not have to be a registered charity);
•Has a constitution or a set of rules which governs its activities;
•Has its own bank or building society account where two or more named people (including one trustee or management committee member) have to sign all the cheques;
•Can provide annual accounts for the previous year.

The Trust will prioritise projects and activities: 
•That are clearly targeted and can provide evidence of the disadvantage faced by their clients;

Grants vary according to context and are not subject to an inflexible limit, but they are unlikely to exceed £5,000 and are normally given on a non-recurrent basis. · RDPE Community Broadband Grant Scheme (Yorkshire and Humber)
Available Funding/Support: The grant budget for the scheme totals £250,000. There are no minimum and maximum levels of funding provided.
Match funding  The grant will be paid at an intervention rate of 60%, the other 40% of project costs will need to be met by the applicant.
Eligible Activities - Projects seeking support may be: 

-upgrades to existing ICT infrastructure to exceed the universal standard of 2mbps; or
-the installation of new hardware needed to adopt ‘next generation’ broadband with speeds of up to 50mbps.

Applications may be accepted from the following within Yorkshire and the Humber from:
A group or organisation applying on behalf of a community.
An existing or newly constituted organisation or a community/ social enterprise.
A business.
A commercial broadband provider where it can demonstrate that it has engaged and consulted with the local community.

Applicants are advised to contact the funding provider direct to discuss whether they are eligible. 

Criteria for the scheme are as follows:
1. Geographical criterion: Applicants must be in a rural area as defined by DEFRA. (Yorkshire Forward is able to do a post code search to confirm eligibility.)
2. Service Issues: The community/supplier should be able to demonstrate the following: 
Non-duplication of service: 
Projects must avoid duplicating commercial activities or intervening in areas where the market or central government initiatives will provide a service anyway. The area should be suffering from a lack of broadband service provision. (Internet speed checks at a range of locations could confirm this.) The community should have no broadband service - in effect the level of service should be predominantly less than 500kbps.
Demand: There should be a demonstrable demand for a broadband service. A questionnaire among local residents could be used to identify interests. This needs to be meaningful and reflect a willingness to pay, not just to sign up. The full range of costs needs to be considered in relation to a proposed service before final sign up is confirmed.
3. Service Provision: Best or most suitable technical solution. The requirements for financial support for any service being proposed are as follows: 
o The service should be based on a 2mbps service to all subscribers at peak times. This is the minimum standard required by Government under its universal service obligation for broadband. A higher level of service provision would be desirable. Careful consideration needs to be given to a solution design that can achieve this target.
It is expected that the average capital cost of connection per subscriber should be under £500.
4. Practical Deliverability: Projects should be based on sound and deliverable technology. The project funding should not be for exploring new technology and applications of that technology where there is a significant threat of failure.
5. Financial Viability and Sustainability: 
The project should be strong and robust.
There should be a clear explanation of how the project will be financially viable. This will require an understanding of the capital costs, for the purpose of the grant application, but also of the running costs. Some running costs are fixed and unavoidable (eg backhaul rental costs) and viability will depend on achieving and maintaining a certain number of subscribers paying a reasonable monthly charge.
Where a broadband provider is involved in the management and maintenance of the network then careful attention needs to be given to the financial model applied.
There should be consideration given to the technological solution. This may affect whether neighbouring villages might be connected to the network. It would also underpin the project costs.
6. Economic Impact: As an indicator of economic impact a proportion of all the subscribers on the network should be the following: 
Businesses.
People working from home. 
It is proposed that a figure of at least 10% business subscription should be achieved but a higher figure of 20% should be achievable.
7. Applicants should involve some demonstrable form of “community” involvement.

The CCF is under the trusteeship of the Archbishops’ Council and works in support of a number of its objectives, which are as follows:

    * To enhance the Church’s mission by:

They have two main requirements: first, a project needs to be within five miles of a site operated by Veolia Environmental Services (UK) plc; and second, it must come under one of our five funding categories and meet their connected criteria. ENTRUST, the organisation which regulates them, only permits funding of projects which come under a set of categories. They use five of these categories and a project must come under one of these in order for it to be considered for a grant.

If a project comes under one of their categories, they may only fund a specific aspect of it. For instance, a request may be made for funds to refurbish a community hall, a category they support. However, they would not pay for the installation of CCTV or floodlighting but would finance repairs to the building.

Here are some brief descriptions of their categories. You can read about them in more detail on website below. They advise you to do this if you are thinking of applying for funding. You can also read some short case studies of projects in each category.

Category A - projects which involve reclaiming land, the use of which has been prevented by some previous activity Category B - projects which reduce or prevent pollution to land Category D - projects which provide or maintain public amenities or parks Category DA - projects which help deliver biodiversity conservation for UK species habitats Category E -  projects to restore or repair buildings for religious worship, or of architectural interest. 

Important notice: Due to the current high volume of applications, the Trust regrets to inform potential applicants that proposals for places of worship cannot be considered at the present time. This also applies to internal and external work that is specifically for the benefit of the place of worship, such as toilets, ramps for the disabled and pathways.

Global Community Links aims to help links increase the involvement of UK community members in international development. The programme aims to increase understanding of global development issues, and offers funding and support to community groups in the UK that have a link with a community group in a developing country.

The programme seeks to strengthen links through involving a wider range of community members. Building knowledge and understanding of global development in the UK helps create a stronger base for links, and helps achieve even more in a link.

In 2006 DFID pledged to set up a scheme to help communities in the UK build links with communities in developing countries. They encourage you to apply for a Global Community Links action grant if you wish to use your link to promote public understanding in the UK of global development issues. Your application must demonstrate how you will achieve one or more of the objectives. Activities must be achievable within the timeframe and budget specified on the grant. Activities that aim to meet more than one objective will not necessarily be considered preferable to a project that meets one objective well.

Your application should demonstrate what impact your activities hope to achieve, how they will achieve this and how the impact of the activities will be measured.

Global Community Links contributes funding for up to 100% of project costs for activities that are based in the UK. The grants cannot be used for activities in the Link country.

Two types of action grants are available:

£1,000 to a maximum £2,000 to be spent over a four month period, or £7,000 to a maximum of £10,000 to be spent over a nine month period.

· Architectural Heritage Fund (AHF)
There is an additional AHF grant scheme which is only available to building preservation trusts (a charity whose main aims include the preservation and regeneration of historic buildings): to qualify the Trust must have demonstrated that the end use for the project is likely to be feasible and have decided to take the project forward.

Items covered by these grants could include, for example: 

Administration costs: any reasonable administrative costs relevant to the project (e.g printing and copying, photography, telephone etc) may be claimed, up to a maximum of £4,000; The costs of a suitably qualified project organiser to develop and co-ordinate a viable project and take it towards the point at which work starts on site. The project organiser is usually someone appointed for a fee from outside, but could be an employee; the grant will not normally exceed 75% of the project organiser's total cost, up to a maximum of £15,000; Other development costs: a BPT can apply for assistance towards development costs of an eligible project that cannot be recovered from other funders, e.g. the fee cost of business plans. BPTs with paid staff may claim for their own staff time and overheads to produce such items at cost, up to a maximum of £7,500; The costs of a Mentor to work with a less experienced BPT to help them move their project forward up to a maximum of £7,500; in some cases this help may be available before an options appraisal is commissioned. · Njoya Foundation - London
Established in 2005, The Njoya Foundation aims to support voluntary and community groups through a series of grants that enable the empowerment of male youth of African and African-Caribbean descent aged 5 - 15 through educational activities that enables them to excel.

The Foundation seeks to facilitate a connection between African and African-Caribbean youth and their indigenous African culture, supporting their understanding of their roots and encouraging positive self-images and confidence.

They will fund projects that promote academic achievement and young people's growth through community-based personal development programmes. They are especially interested in funding projects teaching these young people an awareness of business and finance.

There are four application deadlines: Winter - 12th of February, Spring - 12th of May, Summer - 12th of August, Autumn - 12th of November.
The application form is short and simple. You will be told if you are successful or not within eight weeks of application deadline.

You can apply if: you are a not-for-profit group or you are a school; you have a bank account that requires at least two people to sign each cheque or withdrawal; you can use the grant within one year.

Currently they are supporting solely London based projects, where the main benefactors are young males of African descent aged 5 - 15.

You can apply for a grant of between £50 and £500 to help fund a specific project or activity. Organisations can receive up a maximum of £500 from the Njoya Foundation in any 12-month period.

· Worshipful Company of Weavers
The Fund's aim is helping young people at risk of criminal involvement to stay out of trouble and assist in the rehabilitation of offenders, particularly young offenders both in prison and after release.   The Company prefers to help new projects in the early stages and, in particular, innovatory projects which could act as a model for similar work elsewhere; it sees its role as pump-priming and does not usually provide long-term funding, although it does sometimes provide more significant help to particular projects.

Applications are considered by the Charitable Grants Committee at their meetings in February, June and October. In considering whether a project is worthy of support and provided it meets all the Fund's criteria, an assessment visit by a member of the Company is always made.  

 Benevolent Fund Priorities:

Helping disadvantaged young people Offenders and ex-offenders, particularly those under 30 years of age 

Special interest is in helping smaller organisations which offer direct services.  They must be registered charities or in the process of applying for registration. Grants usually have an upper limit of £15,000 per annum, and to make sure grants of this size have an impact, they will not fund large organisations.  

Applicants must show that they have investigated other sources of funding and made plans for the future, which should include replacement funding if appropriate. 

To be eligible for funding, local organisations such as those working in a village, estate or small town should normally have an income of less than about £100,000.  Those working across the UK should normally have an income of not more than about £250,000. 

Funding Limit - Grants are usually up to £15,000 per annum but smaller applications are also welcomed.

Duration of funding - Grants may be awarded for up to three years.

Pump-priming -  applications for pump-priming grants from small community-based organisations where our grant would form a major element of the funding are particularly welcome.

Project funding - Preference to support projects where our grant will be used for an identified purpose. 

Associated Costs - For project funding,please make sure that the cost of any overheads associated with the work, such as office/secretarial supporty are included so that the project is not under-funded.  It is in best interests to ensure the cost of the project has been realistically assessed. 

Core costs -   Applications for core funding is considered, such as general administration and training that enable an organisation to develop and maintain expertise.  Only those organisations whose main purpose fits within the area of interest are eligible to apply..

Innovative or pioneering work -New ideas are encouraged and projects that could inspire similar work in other areas of the country.

Continuation funding -  The importance of providing ongoing funding for successful projects, which have proved their worth is appreciated. 

Salaries - Salaries available for up to three years but payment of the second and third year grants are subject to satisfactory progress reports.  The company realises that things do not always run smoothly but need to know that the work is having a positive effect.  In exceptional circumstances, they may consider funding a fourth year's salary.

Emergency or deficit funding- In exceptional circumstances, they may provide emergency or deficit funding for an established organisation.  Applicants most likely to be granted emergency funding are charities which the Company knows or has previously supported.

Application form and guidance are available on the website below. The Charitable Grants Committee meets in February, June and October of each year.

Any applications that arrive too late for consideration at one meeting are automatically rolled forward to the next.
